Dartford Branch November Talk:  Postman's Park with Dr John Price 

 

Saturday 2 November: Doors Open 9.45am Meeting starts 10.30am 

Dartford Science and Technology College, Heath Lane, Dartford Kent DA1 2LY  

Postman's Park, so called because of its proximity to London's main Post Office and popularity with the 

postal workers who came here to eat their lunchtime sandwiches, was opened in 1880. 

In 1887 G.F. Watts, the artist, put forward the idea of a national memorial to heroic men and women. A 

wall in the Park was dedicated to this cause in 1900. 

Dr Price is a Senior Lecturer in Modern British History at Goldsmiths and is an expert in civilian heroism 

and self-sacrifice in the 19th and early 20th centuries and has made a study of those commemorated in 

Postman's Park.  Their stories are fascinating and Dr Price is an accomplished speaker. 

The talks venue has a large, free car park but it is shared with other users and can be busy at times.

The Society Library is open every Wednesday for members to do their own research, socialise, 

participate in library based workshops and discussion groups and receive help from the library volunteers. 

 

You can use the library's PCs to access Ancestry - and FindMyPast (which currently does NOT 

include access to the 1921 census, something we are investigating with the library).  We suggest joining 

Kent Libraries as you can then access these websites from your own device whilst in the library which 

eases pressure on the demand for library PCs.

The library is open from 10am to 4pm but it greatly helps the volunteers if visitors with research queries 

call in earlier in the day rather than later.

Metropolitan Police Museum Marlowe House 109 Station Road Sidcup DA15 7ES 

 

At the recent NWKFHS drop-in session at Bexley Local Studies and Archive Centre, someone mentioned 

that they hadn't heard of the Metropolitan Police Museum's move to Sidcup, and so perhaps other 

members would like to hear about it, as they do have a 'family history' section on their website. Here is 

some information: 

The Metropolitan Police Museum has relocated from central London to Marlowe House in Station Road, 

Sidcup. 

 

The museum holds archives, books, photographs, equipment, uniforms and other artefacts relating to the 

history of the Metropolitan Police Service since 1829. 

 

The archive includes Police Orders (day-by-day updates) which contain information about rewards and 

punishments, joiners and leavers, promotions and dismissals. 

Visits for a gallery tour or research visit are by appointment only.
